Part of the Legal and Constitutional Affairs Division, our Justice Section helps Commonwealth member countries to strengthen the independence of their judiciary and the courts, enhance access to justice and access to information, develop legislative drafting skills, implement law reforms, and improve democratic processes and good governance. Its members perform a range of representational functions including needs assessment missions organising training courses, conferences and workshops on various subjects in different areas of the Commonwealth.

As a senior member of the Division, you will support its Director by delivering the Justice Section’s mandate. You will oversee and direct the strategic design and delivery of programme, manage the section and its staff, prepare policy papers for Law Ministers and Senior Officials of Law Ministries, and provide expert advice to governments on justice issues.

Having substantial experience as a Barrister in a Commonwealth country, you must have a post graduate degree in public international law or a similar discipline and will have worked for an international organisation or national government. In particular, you must have a strong interest in human rights including gender related access to justice issues, judicial administration and case management and major developments in specific areas of good governance such as combating corruption and improving access to information. Several years’ experience of people and project management and the delivery of law and justice sector programmes will also be essential.

Also, you must be able to operate effectively in our multi-cultural setting and be a national of a Commonwealth country.
